And just to be special, you need
a 1926 IDP in Lichtenstein
(which you can also use in

Mexico and Somalia)

If we leave the EU, to travel to all of these countries
(currently the Schengen block) from 2021 onwards you'll

need a new document called ETIAS - the European
Travel Information and Authorisation System. It'll cost €7

and (probably) last for three years. You'll also need to
check your passport has at least six months left on it

(renew it if not). And we always recommend you make
sure you have good travel insurance. Safe travels!

To drive in these
countries you'll
need the 1968

IDP

Here you'll need
the 1949 IDP 

These countries aren't part of Schengen
or ETIAS so each has its own rules for
tourists - if we leave the EU you should

check each country's rules before
travelling. And like always, we

recommend you take good travel
insurance when you go. Safe travels!

Good news! The UK and Ireland have a
unique arrangement called the Common
Travel Area, which predates the EU and

shouldn't be affected by Brexit. You
should be able to travel to Ireland after
any sort of Brexit just as you can now.
